Evangelical ministries both in the UK and in Israel 
with which Yachad identifies (and aims to support) 
have been called to a wide and diverse range of 
service. There are those that stand alongside believers' 
fellowships in Israel, while others have been called to 
minister in the Name of Jesus to people suffering from 
poverty, sickness, unemployment and the traumas that 
have afflicted both sides in the long history of conflict. 
Yet others are variously involved in taking the Gospel 
to the Jewish people, in facilitating Jewish immigration 
and in seeking, at the deepest level, to reconcile Jew 
and Arab.

“We have in our generation witnessed the Jewish People returning 
to the Land of Promise. The prophecies, about their returning 
from the isles and the distant places of the earth (Isaiah 11:10-
11.41:8ff. Jeremiah 31:8.), did not and could not refer to Israel’s 
return from Babylon. It has taken place, in our generation, so 
that we have a right to say that this is a fulfilment of prophecy. 
We have seen Israel (the fig tree), which ceased to be a nation for 
nineteen hundred years, become a nation and a state once more 
in the Promised Land. Clearly God is at work. What he is about 
to do, can only keep us on our tiptoes in expectation.”

“When we began our ministry in Israel in 1990, both Jewish
and Arab congregational leaders said we would have to choose 
to work with either Jews or Arabs. However we have relied on 
God’s word: “He Himself is our peace, who has made both one 
and has broken down the middle wall of separation...so as to 
create in Himself one new man from the two, thus making peace” 
(Eph 2:14-15). On Mount Carmel today Jews and Arabs “are 
being built together for a dwelling place for God..” (Eph 2:22). 
And congregational leaders – Jews, Arabs and others from across 
the region – have been meeting to pray, praise and affirm God’s 
purposes for the nations saying: “Blessed is Egypt My people, and 
Assyria the work of My hands, and Israel My inheritance” (Is. 
19:24-25). May the Church in Scotland also receive the double 
blessing of the “one new man in Christ” in these last days.”
